Dedicated on July 12,1992, the Cherokee
County Veterans’ Museum now houses over
500 artifacts and pieces of memorabilia
representing American military history from
the Revolutionary War to the present War
on Terrorism and today’s battles in Iraq and
Afghanistan.

In addition to the comprehensive collection
of memorabilia and artifacts, the museum
also offers the opportunity to view a military
helicopter and a military trainer, and picnic
grounds for those who wish to come to the
museum to reflect upon the sacrifices made by
themselves, their families, and by others in the
great conflicts of America’s military history.

The museum, which is located at 200 South
Logan Street, is open each Saturday, 9:00 am
—11:00 am and each Sunday, 2:00 pm — 4:00
pm. Tours of the museum can be arranged on
weekdays by prior appointment for schools,
churches, civic, and other groups.

Cultural Amenities Will Anchor
Gaffneys Growing Center

Visual arts are downtown, in town, and around
town! Seventy-eight identified artists reside in Cherokee
County, and in 2005, they formed an interactive organization for
exhibiting and selling their work in Gaffney’s Downtown historic district. The
Cherokee County Alliance of Visual Artists (CAVA) offers the community and its
visitors cultural experiences through gallery shows and sales, programs, and hands-
on activities. This colorful organization’s efforts
complement the community’s many scheduled
yearlong cultural programs.

'The impetus to develop a local gallery actually
began a few years ago with a group of community
leaders who had visited and studied similar
showrooms in other cities. Limestone College
Professor Andy Cox remarked on the number of
artists in the Cherokee County area who flocked
to early meetings.

“We had no idea there were this many
talented people in the area, and once we found out, this effort has gained
momentum steadily from there,” Cox said.

After several organizational meetings coordinated by city employee and Visitor’s
Center staff member Pat Throneburg, the group pulled out less delicate paint brushes
and tools than are typical for them and transformed Throneburg’s cement-walled
storage room into a banquet room and art gallery for a summer event. Since then, a
steady stream of local residents and visitors have viewed a wide variety of exhibits and
are cheering for the fledgling group to find a permanent home in the Downtown.

“We were very lucky to have the cooperanon of city officials, “ said painter

: Charlotte Brown.

But according to local officials,
the talented group had more than luck
on its side. City Administrator James
Taylor reported that the city has put
more than $2 million into infrastructure,
parking lots and streetscaping over the
last 10 years. A new City Hall building
and government complex anchors
one end of the Downtown, marking
a gateway from the city’s nationally
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certified Commercial Historic District and its Residential and Limestone Springs
Districts. The City is also working with the town’s Little Theatre group to take ownership
of a donated building and renovate it for use as a performing arts facility for that group,
additional community groups and out-of-town entertainers.

“There is so much development going on along I-85, and along the corridors that
come into town. We are proud of the way we have managed some of the projects with
major retailers, and we’re even more pleased that the development is bringing tourists and
visitors all the way into the heart of the city,” Taylor said.

Gaflney Mayor Henry Jolly noted that the city has actively used Accommodations
Tax funds earmarked for tourism to get in on the state’s “number one industry.” The “Get
into Gaflney” campaign touts area historic sites and shopping venues, while detailing a
responsive government, educational and health care amenities and general quality of life.

“We started the campaign in order to build name recognition for Gaftney because
we knew that through good planning — and by sheer virtue of our location on I-85 -
development was coming our way. Gaffney is in a position to enjoy growth now and the
performing and visual arts will certainly be a key part of it for downtown,” Jolly said.

'The visual artists continue to organize with the goal of having a permanent physical
location in Downtown Gaffney. They dream of a space with two or three separate
galleries, a sales shop, an office, storage space, a meeting/reception room, and space for
demonstrations/classes.

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Gaffney Little Theatre Plays Artistic Role

Gaflney Little Theatre (GLT) is in its thirty-eighth year of offering quality productions
to its members and the surrounding community. It sprang from a relationship that began
many years ago with Limestone College. At that time, the college was an all-girls school,
entirely dependent on the male faculty to play all the masculine roles. Eventually, they
turned to men in the community to audition, so a loosely organized college/community
theatre functioned for a number of years. In 1969, a group of actors organized GLT and
procured a building in 1975 which is still in use.

Governed by a Board of Directors, the theatre presents five plays a year, including
comedy, drama, mystery and musicals. Three of the shows are performed by adults, one is
done by the Children’s Theatre, and youth in secondary school present a play each year.
Plans are for their performance schedule to expand as the group moves toward a new
facility in the Downtown.

With assistance from the city, a building program has been in progress for about
three years. The vision is for — =i —
a building with two separate '
theatres: a 250-seat theatre
and a “black box” that could
be adapted to accommodate
performances by the children’s
groups and others. Call the

We love
seeing all the familiar faces come in even if it’s just for a book of stamps,” Patton said.

'The diversity and quality of Ace’s products is undeniable, but Patton points to his store’s
39 staff members as the real strong point.

“From keys to the gift department to paint...We have knowledgeable, hardworking
people in every area. That’s what makes any business work,” Patton said. “Service is the key.
We always have help available in hardware, and if you have to wait more than 15 minutes
for a prescription, even at the first of the month, I would be surprised.”

Ace recently became a vendor of Benjamin Moore paint, a well-known national brand.
With its historic colors collection, the line is a perfect fit for Charlie who is active in the
Downtown Business Association. Both Charlie and his brother are building the Downtown
in more ways than one. The two are dedicated to the revitalization of the Downtown, and
more importantly to a way of life for area residents.

Christmas on Limestone, the City of
Gaftney’s annual holiday celebration, is held
each year in Historic Downtown Gaftney,
beginning with the Town Crier ringing his bell
and calling out an invitation for everyone to join in the lighting of
Gaffney’s Christmas Tree and the singing of carols.

'The City of Gaffney sponsored the first Christmas on Limestone in 2001 following
the events of 9/11 as a celebration of the Christmas season, life and community spirit.
Since that time, the Downtown Business Association of Gaftney, Cherokee County
Chamber of Commerce, Cherokee County Alliance of Visual Artists, Gaftney Little
Theatre, Cherokee Historical and Preservation Society, many local churches, the school
district, independent Downtown businesses, and Limestone College have joined with the
City of Gaftney in hosting this annual event that now attracts not only members of the
community, but also visitors from surrounding towns.

In 2006, attendance was estimated at over 2,500. The event now includes guides
wearing outfits indicative of the 18007, the era in which the City of Gaffney was formed;
games for children of all ages; food vendors; arts and crafts vendors; gallery exhibits;
horses and carriages; a carrousel; children’s train; free wagon rides throughout downtown;
open house at Gafiney City Hall, Gaftney Information & Visitors’ Center, and at the
shops lining the downtown streets; candlelight tours of the Michael Gaffney Cabin;
holiday movies and plays; and of course, the sound of holiday music everywhere you go.
And, when the Gaffney High School Indians make it to the football playoffs (which is
almost every year now), the celebration even includes a pep rally!

County are invited to participate in this special annual holiday celebration that has
come to mean so much in the life of our community.

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Remembering
Michael Gaffney Celebration

Each year the City of Gaffney celebrates the memory of its
founding father, Michael Gaftney, during the week of his
birthday, September 29. This annual celebration includes
activities such as the laying of a wreath on his gravesite in the
Michael Gaffney cemetery, music, and tours of the Michael
Gaftney Cabin, a replica of his first home in Gafney that
~ actually contains a number of the 200 year-old logs from the

original house.

As a young man, Michael Gaffney came to this area from Granard,

Ireland in 1804. Gaffney first arrived in America aboard the Snow Princess and, after
spending a short time both in New York and in Charleston, South Carolina, he moved to
what is now known by his name, The City of GafIney. There, at a crossroads for trade, he
built his home, store and tavern.
